FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1. What is the overall goal for St. Martin’s Parish and School and our commitment to the Diocesan Capital Campaign?

a. The total estimated funds needed to reach our Parish Capital Campaign goal is $2,717,937. 
b. In addition, our Parish commitment to the Diocesan Campaign is $782,063, for a total of $3,500,000.  
2. How will the funds raised through the St. Martin Parish Capital Campaign be spent?

The funds raised for our parish needs will be used as described in the parish campaign materials: specifically for school additions and renovations, parking lot improvements, and gym floor improvements.

3. How will the funds raised through the Diocesan Capital Campaign be spent?

a. The funds raised have been earmarked for the following priorities:
   

1.  Priest Retirement



2.  Lay Retirement



3.  Diocesan Excellence in Education Fund



4.  Seed money for a new Catholic high school in Columbia

b.   Funds that are designated for a specific purpose will be spent as directed

4. What if we do not reach our $782,063 Diocesan goal?

Our share of the diocesan campaign goal must be met as promised.  If we do not reach the $782,063 goal through pledges to the diocesan campaign, the remaining portion will be paid out of our parish budget over the 5-year campaign pledge period.

5. Will any funds pledged toward the parish goal be used for the diocesan goal?

If you pledge your gift toward parish and school projects, it will be used solely for that purpose.  Funds in excess of our $2,717,937 parish/school goal will also be used for parish capital needs.

6. What if we exceed our $2,717,937 parish/school goal?  Will the diocese take those funds toward our commitment?

Funds pledged for a particular goal will be committed to that goal only.  If we exceed our goal of $2,717,937 for the parish and school, those funds will stay in the parish for our own capital needs.

7. Why are we running our campaign in conjunction with the Diocesan Campaign?

Working closely with the diocese, it was determined that now is the best time to conduct both campaigns.  We can combine the expenses of running two campaigns into one as well as reduce the amount of the pledge periods from ten years down to five.

8. How much am I expected to give?

The campaign is a five-year commitment.  We simply ask that you and your family prayerfully consider the needs of the parish and the diocese and give to the best of your ability.  We realize this is a sacrifice for the extraordinary needs of the parish as well as the diocesan community, and that everyone’s situation is unique.  Therefore, there is no specific dollar amount requested from each family.  If everyone contributes to the best of their ability, we will reach our goals.

9. When making payments, do we need to write two separate checks for the St. Martin Capital Campaign and the Diocesan Capital Campaign?

Yes, it  is necessary to ensure accurate accounting.

10. How will the Parish handle the debt associated with this Campaign?

The campaign goals are prioritized and will be approached on a pay-as-we-go basis so that no long-term debt is incurred.

11. Will I receive an invoice to remind me to make my pledge payments?

A capital campaign envelope will be included in the monthly parish envelopes; the diocese will send periodic reminders (monthly, quarterly, semi-annually, etc.) based on information provided from their pledge cards
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
