St. Martin Critical Needs

St. Martin parish was founded over 120 years ago.  Throughout our history of continual growth and change, we have preserved and strengthened our original mission to provide a safe, nurturing and spiritual environment for our children and for each other as we worship together in faith.  

We all take great pride in our past while maintaining a strong faith in our future as a parish community.  To dignify the past sacrifices and honor the memories of those who came before us, we must now offer our sacrifice to meet the needs of and create lasting memories for this generation and for generations to come.

Our School

· Students are being denied enrollment because some grades are already filled to capacity

· St. Martin school board policy states that class size be limited to

20 students per teacher in grade K, 25 students per teacher in grades

1-4, and 30 students per teacher in grades 5-8

· Several classrooms are presently being used for necessary, specialized purposes (computer lab, science lab, music room, Title 1 reading room, extended care for Kindergarten) further limiting classroom space

· Enrollment demand continues to increase

· Our area of the county is growing, so too will our parish and school

· Modular, trailer-style classrooms, may soon be necessary to house additional students if the present school building is not expanded

· There is widespread support throughout the parish for these necessary school renovations and expansion

· The planned renovations and expansion will provide enough classroom space and meeting space for the parish for years to come.

· Total campaign goal, including our commitment to the Diocesan campaign, is $3.5 million

Our school is now using every square foot of space that can be utilized.  Surveys conducted by the school board indicate that split classes will continue into the future. More classroom space is desperately needed.

St. Martin’s School is vital to the parish mission.  It is the responsibility of the parish to continue to educate and instill Catholic moral values in future generations.  Our goal is to give each child the best Catholic education possible at a cost the parish can afford.

St. Martin Critical Solutions

After much time, effort, thought and parishioner involvement, the following plan has been proposed to meet our current and future needs:

1. Expand and relocate administrative offices / visitor check-in to the school entrance

2. Develop capability to ultimately accommodate double classes for each grade by expanding available classrooms

3. Insure all new construction will be handicapped accessible

4. Improve student traffic flow through school (don’t just add another wing)

5. Insure safe and efficient student drop-off area for vehicles

6. Provide dedicated rooms for science lab, library, computer lab, music room, and teacher lounge w/work area and restroom

7. Fulfill dual purpose needs for extended care, government funded tutoring, and parish meeting areas

8. Have a consistent feel throughout the entire school, both old and new
